THE SACRAMENT OF CONFIRMATION 2025 

Dear Parents/Guardians of the Year 6 and above 

This year your child is eligible to enter a process of immediate preparation for the Sacrament of 

Confirmation. With the reception of the Sacrament of Confirmation, your child completes all the 

Sacraments of Initiation, receives the fullness of the Holy Spirit, and becomes a full member of the 

Catholic Church. For your child to be eligible for the Confirmation Preparation Program here at St. 

George’s, your child must be: 

❖ Baptised in the Roman Catholic Church  

❖ Worship weekly here at one of our Parish Churches 

❖ Received the Sacrament of Confession  

❖ Made her/his First Holy Communion  

❖ Willing to learn about his/her faith.  
This is an opportunity for your child to build a personal relationship with God as they journey with other 

young people towards becoming fully initiated into the Catholic Church and receiving the mark of the 

Holy Spirit through this sacrament. 
 

Our Parish offers an in-person Confirmation Preparation Program which is designed to help young people 

encounter Christ by putting the teachings of the Catholic faith into practical, creative, and reflective 

experiences. Our confirmation program will not only provide your child with the essential understandings 

of the Sacrament of Confirmation but also invite them to make their faith their own while being engaged 

spiritually. 
 

This is the time to enrol your child for the Sacrament of Confirmation. Throughout this process, you, as 

the primary educators of faith to your children, also have an important role to play in their preparation for 

this sacrament. It’s very important that your child attends all classes and I encourage you to attend parental 

sessions and our weekly Sunday Masses as a family to assist your child’s formation in their faith through 

prayer and personal witness. 

We look forward to working with the parents and the youth of our parish as we prepare them for the 

Sacrament of Confirmation and the fulfilment of their Baptismal commitment.
